Class 1: Spring Calf - born March 1, 2018– May 1, 2019 
Class 2: Winter Calf - born December 1, 2017 to February 28, 2019 
Class 3: Fall Calf - born September 1, 2017 to November 30, 2018 
Class 4:  Summer Yearling - born June 1, 2017 to August 31, 2018 
Class 5: Spring Yearling - born March 1, 2017 to May 31, 2018 
Class 6: Winter Yearling - born December 1, 2016 to February 28, 2018 
Class 7: Fall Yearling - born September 1, 2016 to November 30, 2017 
Class 8: 2 yr. old cow - born September 1, 2015 to August 31, 2017 
Class 9: 3 yr. old cow - born September 1, 2014 to August 31, 2016 
Class 10: 4 yr. old cow - born September 1, 2013 to August 31, 2015 
Class 11:  5 yr. old & over cow - born prior to August 31, 2014  

DAIRY STEERS: 

Feeder steers shown by weight in three divisions and must weigh 
1000 pounds or less. 
Class 12: Lightweight <400 pounds 
Class 13: Medium-weight 401 – 700 pounds 
Class 14: Heavyweight 701 – 1000 pounds  

Market steers are shown by weight in three divisions and must weigh 
1001 pounds or greater.  
Class 15: Lightweight 1001 – 1300 pounds 
Class 16: Medium-weight 1301 – 1600 pounds 
Class 17: Heavyweight - > 1600 pounds

Special Rules Governing Dairy Cattle 
ARTICLE 1. See General Rules & Regulations Online. 

ARTICLE 2. The ages of all animals shall be reckoned from Feb. 
1 to Aug. 1. 

ARTICLE 3. Cows 36 months old or older on Sept. 1 of the year in 
which shown to be eligible must have produced a calf preceding 
said date. 

ARTICLE 4. It shall be the duty of the members in charge to see 
that all cows or heifers in milk have been milked out clean not 
earlier than 5 p.m. on the date preceding the show. 

ARTICLE 5. All senior two-year-old heifers must have freshened 
not later than Aug. 1. 

ARTICLE 6. Entries with no competition receive 2nd-place 
premium and 1st-place ribbon.
